The Colgate Clock http://www.sunnysideoflouisville.org/landmarks/landmarks.htm is the 2nd largest timepiece in the world, next to Big Ben.  The Howard Steamboat Museum http://www.steamboatmuseum.org/  is housed in a Victorian home in nearby Jeffersonville and provides much insight to the history of travel on the Ohio.  If you are interested in natural history, you may want to visit the Falls of the Ohio Interpretive Center http://www.fallsoftheohio.org/  to explore 220 acres of exposed Devonian fossil beds dating back 400 million years.

If you love good beer and great pizza, you should definitely make a special trip to Rich O's Public House http://www.richos.com/  in New Albany (also colloquially known as the Indiana University Southeast Pub) where there are dozens of beers on tap and lots of great conversation.  If you are more of a wine connoisseur, you might want to drive up in the lovely Floyds Knobs to visit Huber's Orchard and Winery http://www.huberwinery.com/ .
